2025 Season in Review

e  The Power Rangers and Raleigh Middle Fingers both returned to the playoffs on 2025. Both the Ellicott City
Black Sox and Spivey’s Corner Knockouts returned to the playoffs after a 1-year hiatus.

e  Forthe 19t time in the past 20 seasons, no team managed 20+ wins. The only team with 20+ wins since 2004
was the 2018 “Juggernaut” Pittsburgh Brahma Bulls (who ultimately lost to the eventual NL MVP Christian
Yelich’s Ball Hawks in the championship).

e Trending Up: The Spivey’s Corner Knockouts improved their win total from the previous campaign by 10.

e Trending Down: Surprisingly, this years Champion and Runner-Up actually both had two fewer wins that in
2024.

e  Other Trends

o 18 draft picks traded in 2025 (one more than in ‘23 and 24) — most active was Ball Hawks (7 to, 2 away),
Spivey’s Corner (3 to, 4 away) and Raleigh Middle Fingers (5 away)

o  83% (10/12) of the league either traded away or received a draft pick in ‘24 (down 1 from’23 and ‘24).

o  83% (10/12) participation in the 2025 Minor League Draft (down from 92% in '24)

o 75% (9/12) participation in the 2025 Winter Talks (up from 67% in '24)

e ASummer Talks event was not held in 2025.

e Al 2025 3rd-year protectees were either traded away or dropped during the 2025 season.

e The Raleigh Middle Fingers and Ball Hawks both continued their remarkable 28-year streaks of never having
won a wild card, in spite of their combined 17 division titles and 7 WFBL championships, including 5 of the
last 9 league titles. 31 wild cards have been won in the history of the league, none by either of them.

9. Minor League Draft

For the past 17 years now, we have held the minor league draft online all in one night. This alleviates issues
where a player lost minor league draft eligibility during the course of the draft.
